     NYS Trooper Nick Clark was killed 
in the line of duty on July 2, 2018, 
while responding to a domestic 
dispute in the Town of Erwin, NY. 

     Nick was a life-long resident of our 

Canisteo Valley and was a graduate of 

Canisteo-Greenwood High School, 

Class of 2006. He was a stellar athlete 

while attending C-G, lettering in both 

football and wrestling.  He was the 

New York State wrestling champ 

during his senior year at the 189 lb. 

division.   

     On September 14, 2018, the 
Canisteo-Greenwood School District 

and community 
honored Nick 
during a special 
ceremony before 
the football game.  
Nick wore the No. 
30 jersey when a 
member of the C-G 
Football team and 
the school retired 
his jersey to honor 

both the life he led and the ultimate 
sacrifice he paid.  Nickôs former 
football coach and C-G English 
Teacher, James Freeland, spoke of his 
experiences with Nick.  Freeland 
noted that those who knew Nick saw 
him as an ally, friend, and someone 
who always tried to be a good person.  
He also shared that Nick was ña young 
man that embodied not only all that 
we should strive for as athletes, but 
the kind of human being we hoped all 
of our students and players would 

become at Canisteo-Greenwood. We 
honor Nick tonight by retiring his 
number from the football program, 
knowing full well that he will live on 
in our hearts.ò   One framed jersey 
was presented to Nickôs family and 
the other framed jersey was given to 
the C-G High School, where it is 
proudly displayed in our lobby. 

     The Canisteo Wrestling Club 
(CWC) and Canisteo-Greenwood HS 
Varsity Wrestling program also chose 
to honor  Nickôs legacy with a new 
wrestling mat.  There was a special 
ceremony on Jan. 8th before the start 
of the wrestling match against 
Addison.   

     Several of Nickôs former wrestling 
teammates, coaches, and friends gave 
speeches that revealed just how 
selfless and dedicated to the sport of 
wrestling he was.  Canisteo Police 
Chief and lifelong friend Kyle 
Amidon, former head coach Mickey 
Woodworth, and current Varsity 
coach and President of the CWC, Phil 
Stewart all 
shared 
heartfelt 
and moving 
memories of 
their 
experiences  
with Nick.  
Members of 
the law enforcement community from 
the New York State Police and 
Canisteo Police Department who 
served with Nick were also present.
